引言

今天是慶祝櫻桃山華人基督教會的獻堂典禮，我們眾人都滿心感謝神所賞賜美好的教堂建築物。首先要感謝西方教會，200年來不但差宣教士去中國，現在更把這整個聚會場地很便宜地賣給華人教會，讓所有華人都非常感激！

神不但悅納物質的建築，能夠讓神的子民可以有場所來敬拜與事奉，神更看重屬靈聖殿之建造，神盼望祂的教會成為榮耀的教會就是永生神的家。將來在新天新地，教會建造完成從天而降，是聖城新耶路撒冷。是極其榮耀，用各樣的珠寶、碧玉、瑪瑙或鑚石都描寫不全。總而言之、就是城中有神的榮耀(啟21:11)。神和基督是城的殿(啟21:22)，彰顯神無比的尊榮。但願我們在地上的時候，主就不斷恩待我們，繼續讓我們這些被祂所救，而願為祂而活的弟兄姐妹，一同被建造成為屬靈的聖殿--永生神的家。

神創造萬物，說有就有，但建造教會，卻用了整個人類的歷史。神為建造教會，使祂的兒子主耶穌道成肉身，然後從死裡復活，升上高天。天上地下所有權柄，聖父都賜給聖子，聖子再支持所差遣的人，從五旬節的一百多人，繼續不斷的經過將近兩千年，現在所有信奉基督的人約有20億，略佔了世界人口的三分之一。主耶穌來到地上，傳講天國的福音，並對門徒說：「我要把我的教會建造在這磐石上，陰間的權柄不能勝過他。」

教會是由主耶穌親自不斷的在建造中，當主耶穌升天後，就差遣聖靈開始建立教會、施工建造。直到今天，主仍藉著聖靈、聖道、聖禮、聖徒繼續建造榮耀的教會--永生神的家，其中也包括了「櫻桃山華人基督教會」。

本論

今天要由以弗所書二章16-22節來思想神建造教會「神的家」之五大要領：

「外人」變「家人」

弗2:19「不再作外人….是神家裏的人了。」建造神家的第一步是教會內人人皆必須由「外人」變成「家人」。這除了人人要接受主耶穌十字架救恩，而經歷聖靈的重生之外，應強調「關懷」的事工，像家人般地彼此相愛。故鼓勵人人參加一個適合的週間小組聚會及加強彼此的關愛互助，這是非常重要的。

「家人」學「家教」

弗2:20「並且被建造在使徒和先知的根基上。」建造神家的第二步是人人扎根建造在神啟示使徒和先知的真道上(參弗3:3-6)，都成為遵行「家教」的人。對後代的人來說，就是建造在聖經真理之上，故鼓勵人人要經常靈修讀經，吸取並遵行崇拜中之信息及主日學或聖經班中之教導。

「家人」興「家業」

弗2:17「並且來傳和平的福音給你們遠處的人，也給那近處的人。」建造神家的第三步是注重「宣教」的事工，人人皆是基督的精兵，拓展「家業」的鬥士；在人力、智力、財力上都有份於或近或遠的福音工作，遵行主耶穌基督的「大使命」。

「家人」分「家事」

弗2:21「各房靠祂聯絡得合適」；弗6:7；西3:23「甘心事奉，好像服事主，不像服事人；無論做甚麼，都要從心裏給主作。」建造神家的第四步是加強「服務」的事工。一切配合屬靈建造之大小事務，皆甘願為主盡心作好，舉凡財務管理、週報印刷、教材影印、伙食準備、交通指揮、安全照顧以及會場之維修、佈置、管理、整潔、興建….等等皆是為主而作，甘心從事瑣碎的「家事」。

「家人」尊「家主」

弗2:20-22「有基督耶穌自己為房角石….成為神藉著聖靈居住的所在。」建造神家的第五步是強調「敬拜」的事工，人人皆尊「家主」為大。高舉聖父、聖子、聖靈三位一體的真神，並歡然與眾聖徒每週聚集，獻上心靈誠實的敬拜和甘心樂意的財物。

結論

但願櫻桃山華人基督教會蒙神眷佑，不但有了美好的物質聖殿，更是建造成榮耀的屬靈聖殿，成為吸引世人之「神的家」；外人都成家人，家人都受家教，家人都興家業，家人都分家事，家人都尊家主，而能不斷經歷「恩上加恩」、「力上加力」而達成「榮上加榮」之境。阿們。
Building God’s House in Unity – The Spiritual Holy Temple

Today we are here to celebrate the dedication of the church facility. Our thanks be to God who has given you such a beautiful property. First of all, I want to give thanks to the western churches, who for 200 years have sent missionaries to China and now sold this church facility at such a bargain price to a Chinese church. The Chinese are very grateful for your love and generosity. 

God is not only pleased with the physical building where His people can gather to worship and serve; He values the building of the spiritual church even more. God’s purpose is that His church be a glorious house of the living God. At the time of the new heaven and new earth, the already built heavenly church will come down from above---the Holy City - the new Jerusalem. It will be extremely brilliant with all kinds of precious jewels, like jasper, sapphire, diamond and more. To sum up, this city will shine with God’s glory. (Rev 21:11) The Lord God and the Lamb are its temple (Rev.21:22), manifesting incomparable glory and honor. I pray, as we are still on this earth, the Lord will bless us: that we who are saved by him and willing to live for him can be built up together to be his spiritual holy temple – that is the church of the living God.

When God created the world, he spoke and it came to be. But it has taken Him all of  human history to build the church. In order to do it He sent his son Jesus Christ to become man, then raised him from the dead, and brought him back to heaven. Jesus the son was given all authority in heaven and on earth by God the Father; the Son then sent out his disciples. The number of Christians has increased from about 100 people at Pentecost to, 2000 years later, 2 billion Christians, roughly 1/3 of the world’s population. The Lord Jesus Christ came to the world, preaching the gospel and telling his disciples: “On this rock I will build my church, and the gates of Hades will not overcome it” (Matt 16:18).

The Church is continually being built by our Lord Jesus Christ. After the ascension, he sent the Holy Spirit to start the church, and construction is still going on. Today, our Lord, through the Holy Spirit, Bible, holy sacraments, and saints, continues the building of his glorious church --- the house of the living God of which CHCCC is a part. 

Today I want to use Ephesians 2:16-22 to reflect on the five key points of building God’s house:
1. From strangers to house members

Verse 19 says: “no longer foreigners…but members of God’s household”. All house members were once foreigners. Not only do they need to receive Christ’s salvation of the cross and experience a new birth, they need to be in the caring ministry, loving each other as a family.  It is very important to encourage every one to join a suitable cell group to strengthen fellowship and care for one another.
2. House members learn house rules
Ephesians 2:20 says “built on the foundation of the apostles and prophets”. The 2nd key point is that everyone takes root and builds on God’s revelation and truth preached by the prophets. All become members who must abide by the house rules. For every generation, the rules are founded on the biblical truth.  Therefore, encourage everyone to read the Bible, to have personal devotion and to put into practice the teachings and messages learned from Sunday sermons, Sunday school or Bible studies. 
3. House members expand house business

Eph 2:17 “He came and preached peace to you who were far away and peace to those who were near.” The 3rd point is to stress Mission work. Everyone is a Christian soldier, a warrior who must expand house business. They must want to give the manpower, brainpower and money to mission work in nearby or far away places to carry out the great commission of Jesus Christ.
4. House members share house work

Eph 2:21  “In him the whole building is joined together.” Eph 6:7 “Serve wholeheartedly, as if you were serving the Lord.” Colossians 3:23 “Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart, as working for the Lord, not for men.”. The 4th point here is to emphasize “service” ministry.  All general business areas, big or small, need to be done by members willingly and faithfully.  These areas of service include financial records, weekly bulletin, Xeroxing, food preparation, directing traffic, safety, building maintenance, decoration, cleaning, etc. These are the chores of God’s house. They may be tedious but require members to share the load willingly. 

5. House members honors house Master

Eph 2:20-22 “with Christ Jesus himself as the chief cornerstone.. a dwelling in which God lives by his Spirit.” The fifth point is “worship”.  Everyone honors the House Master.  Exalt the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit, the triune God. Together with other saints, members must worship God in spirit and in truth every Sunday and give cheerfully. 

Conclusions:
Pray CHCCC will be richly blessed by God, not only with this wonderful physical church building, but more so in becoming a glorious house of God, attracting people from all walks in the region. Strangers must turn to members and members must follow the house rules, expand the house business, share the house work, exalt the house Master. And thus the church will continue to experience grace upon grace, strength upon strength and ultimately reflect the ever increasing glory of God. Amen.

就這樣，在不安中過了兩個月。到了七月十六日，母會的領導團隊再次約我們開會。這時他們已與Discovery教會有一些討論，雙方都有明顯的意願，向著由Discovery教會接手教會設施的方向摸索。我們表達了我們的憂慮，並提出幾項我們能作的，包括財務上的盡力幫助，目的在于使CHBC能夠重整旗鼓。但CHBC領導團隊坦陳，這些都于事無補。見此情況，我們第一次向CHBC領導團隊詢問，是否可能由我們接手CHBC的教會設施。CHBC領導團隊認為我們沒有這個能力。原因很清楚，我們是個“三無教會”﹕一無能力向美國社區傳福音，二無牧師，三無財力購買、並維持教會設施的正常運轉。相形之下，Discovery教會看來相當適合接手CHBC的教會設施，因為我們所沒有的，他們全都有。

過了一周，七月二十三日，三個教會（CHBC，CHCCC，Discovery）的同工第一次一起開會。會中，Discovery教會的牧師表達了將來與我們合作的相當大的熱情，並在初步了解我們使用場地的情況後，認為他們根本不會有問題維持我們的需要。他進而建議，由Discovery教會出資，將副堂（Activity Center）重新裝修，供我們使用。我們心里的不安，因此減少了許多。

十月二十四日，CHBC會眾投票決定，向Discovery教會出售教會設施。三個教會的領導團隊，由此進入緊張的談判，目標是達成CHBC與Discovery教會之間的買賣合同，以及CHCCC與Discovery教會之間的租約。未曾料想的是，本來預計會順利進行的談判，卻突然變得相當艱辛、令人痛苦。我們與Discovery教會之間的租約，來來回回改了十多個版本。即使我們盡力配合，接受一些不盡合理的條款，但還是在我們孩童事工所必須的場地使用上，未能得到對方的認可。我們因此對將來與Discovery教會的合作，產生很大擔心，也因此開始懷疑，這條路是不是合乎神的旨意。與此同時，CHBC與Discovery教會之間的談判進程也很不順利。在這樣的情況下，在一月七日與Ron Williams和Jon Quick的會議上，我們再次向他們詢問由我們接手CHBC的教會設施的可能性。CHBC領導團隊的看法和上次一樣。

似乎峰回路轉，Discovery教會的牧師突然在一月十六日，電郵來一份新的租約。完全出乎我們的意外，這個新版本不再保留那些令人不快的限制條款，基本就是我們一開始所希望的那樣，簡明厄要，清楚、易于執行。後來得知，這是Ron Williams介入的結果。

從我們的角度，最後達成合約，應該只是個時間早晚的問題了。誰知風雲突變，二月十六日，周六，我們收到Jon Quick的一個電郵，告知CHBC已開始評估其他可能的買主。原來Discovery教會及贊助他們購堂的Hobby Lobby公司，始終未能答應CHBC的兩個基本且合情合理的要求，致使合約談判不能如期取得進展。

這突然而來的變化，使我們想到﹕這是否是神在給我們一個提醒與機會，讓我們來買這教堂設施呢？！要不然，怎麼解釋這幾個月來種種讓人不可思議的事，特別是這一次的突變？在前兩次我們向CHBC提出買堂的建議時，我們既無同工會決議，又無會員大會授權，同工自己心里也存有很多的疑問。基于前車之鑒，這次為要知道買堂是神要我們作的事，我們必須謹慎行事。我們需要看到印證，一方面要有教會弟兄姐妹的同心支持，另一方面，CHBC會認真考慮我們這個“三無”教會的買堂提議。

基于這樣的思考，我們一方面與CHBC同工約了在下周二，二月十九日與他們開會，另一方面，教會主要同工家庭于周一，二月十八日召開緊急會議。到會弟兄姐妹一致同意，二月十九日與CHBC開會時，同工可擇機向CHBC謹慎提出買堂意向，看其反應如何。結果二月十九日與CHBC開會時，CHBC領導團隊對我們的買堂詢問，雖然不算很熱情，但畢竟與過去兩次有本質不同的反應﹕不僅沒有一口回絕，還告知我們需要提交一個買堂計劃書，以便他們能評估我們購堂的可能性。那天會議的後半程，CHBC也特意安排新的買堂候選教會（磐石敬拜中心）的兩位牧師與會，和我們彼此認識。他們看起來熱情而誠懇，但其敬拜方式，卻是讓我們有相當疑慮的。

我們買堂所需要的必不可少的一個印證，是教會弟兄姐妹的同心支持。第二天（周三，二月二十日）的禱告會上，全體到會弟兄姐妹一致同意同工的買堂建議，並同意，為了與時間賽跑（注﹕磐石敬拜中心手上有數百萬的款項，是個有三、四百人的教會，對買堂非常積極），可以將買堂計劃書先寫出，交給CHBC，然後在周五晚召開會員緊急大會，取得會友對計劃書的追認。在此鼓舞下，兩個同工連熬了兩個通宵，將計劃書寫出，並在周五，二月二十二日電郵給CHBC。寫計劃書的過程中，其中所涉及的教會發展異象，實在幫助打開我們的心眼，看到過去所沒有看到的宏偉圖畫。

激動人心的是，我們看到教會弟兄姐妹的同心支持。在周五晚（二月二十二日）召開的會員緊急大會上，同工提出的買堂計劃，得到會員高票（95%）通過。絕大多數弟兄姐妹也支持用大家奉獻、及一年期無息貸款的方式，來籌措所需的六十萬購堂款。弟兄姐妹踴躍支持，到了主日，認獻已過五十萬，再過一周，已滿足購堂所需。教會絕大多數家庭，經濟上並不寬裕，相當多的家庭，是去銀行貸款來認獻的。弟兄姐妹的同心，實在是見證了聖靈奇妙的帶領。大家愛主、愛教會的心，也大大地加增了。

很顯然，聖靈也同時在CHBC的弟兄姐妹心中動工。主日崇拜結束後不久，Ron Williams就過來向我們宣布好消息﹕CHBC會員大會已決定正式考慮我們的購堂申請，與Discovery教會並行考慮。我們需要在CHBC三月十四日會員大會上作最終決定之前，盡早書面回答CHBC關注的問題，包括我們怎樣使用、管理、維護教會設施，財務上怎樣支持在購堂計劃書中所描繪的遠景，以及我們關於青年事工及英文堂的詳細考慮。

能走到這一步，已屬神跡。我們這個“三無”教會，雖然通過購堂認獻，基本可算少了一“無”（無財力購堂），但我們依然是個“兩無”教會。我們知道，CHBC要我們詳細答復關於青年事工及英文堂的考慮，就是要看我們是否有摘除“無能力向美國社區傳福音”這頂“無”字帽的異象及具體計劃。通過禱告，我們清楚認定，購堂計劃書中所概述的青年事工及英文堂的計劃，是扎實的。通過持續不懈的努力，以現有青年事工為基礎發展起來的英文事工，3-4年後，應能開始服事包括第二代華人，亞洲非中國移民，夫妻一方是亞裔的跨種族婚姻家庭，以及有志于服事前述這些族群的白種、黑種美國人。

但除非出現更大的神跡，我們怎麼可能在CHBC三月十四日會員大會前，有一丁點摘除“無牧師” 這頂“無”字帽的跡象？！但這更大的神跡，真的就發生了！神聽了我們迫切的禱告，恰在此時感動陳興福牧師、師母，對來櫻桃山牧養我們教會及這里的華人社區有很大負擔！我們本來已在陳牧師、師母有這樣的感動之前兩個月，就已經邀請他們于三月十四--十六日來訪。神讓我們更清楚地看到，的的確確是祂在介入、並掌控一切﹕ CHBC三月十四日的會員大會，因故推遲到四月二日。這樣，陳牧師就有機會在CHBC作最終決定前，于三月十五日與CHBC領導團隊見面，分享他的牧會異象與負擔。似乎這還不夠，神安排CHBC一年一度的 “Let’s Do Lunch” 愛宴，于三月十六日舉辦，讓CHBC的其他一些弟兄姐妹也有機會認識陳牧師。陳牧師他們來訪後不久，我們教會會員以96%的高比例通過，呼召陳牧師來成為我們的牧師，而陳牧師也因著清楚神的呼召，欣然接受了這呼召。後來我們從CHBC的好幾位弟兄姐妹那里了解到，陳牧師給他們留下了非常深刻的好印象。他們原來對我們“無牧師” 這頂“無”字帽的擔心，也因此消除了。

CHBC于四月二日正式決定，由我們教會來購買、接手這教堂設施。五月三十日，交接完畢，CHCCC成為南澤西地區唯一擁有自己教堂設施的華人教會。我們深信神把這遠遠超過我們所求所想的福份賜給我們，是因為祂愛我們的華人同胞，要讓我們在主耶穌基督交付給祂的門徒的大使命上有份，使祂的帳幕在南澤西地區大大地擴張。
當我們重新檢視自己的信仰，「從前風聞有你，如今親眼見祢」這句話，並不是這麼容易就說得出的。但這一次，卻沒有哪一句別的話，能比這句話更恰當地表達出我們的感受。讚美主！
My Eyes Have Seen You
Song Lai

The Lord has done great things for us! Glory be to our living and true God. It is God’s awesome work that we can have the dedication service today. We want to dedicate this church to Him wholeheartedly for He is worthy of our praise and thanks.

Looking back at the church transition in the past year, we have seen and experienced the miraculous work of God first hand.  

May 11 of last year, Brother Ron Williams of CHBC invited CHCCC coworkers to meet with their leadership team. To our surprise, we were informed of a very serious situation facing CHBC that had lead them to consider a major change in their operation. Among the three alternatives discussed, the one that would affect us most adversely would be for them to close down the church and sell the property to another church entity. For so many years, CHBC had taken special care of us and helped this fairly young ministry to grow. It would pain us greatly to see them close the doors. Though the leadership team of CHBC assured us that should they decide to sell the church, they would make sure the new owner honor the need of CHCCC. Even with this promise, we realized there would be much uncertainties, difficulties and major changes ahead of us.          

Two months passed by with uneasiness. On July 16, we met with CHBC leadership team again. They updated us on the new development with Discovery Church. Apparently both parties had mutual intentions to pursue the deal. We expressed our concerns and offered helps we could think about, including more financial contributions, hoping that CHBC could somehow be revitalized. The CHBC leadership, however, told us frankly that none of the suggestions seemed workable.  For the first time, we asked CHBC whether they would consider selling the church to us. But CHBC leadership did not see how we could do it. We were lacking in three areas: maturity to reach out to the community, a full time pastor to lead, and financial means to purchase or maintain a normal church operation. Discovery Church, on the other hand, had everything we didn’t have and was an ideal prospect to take over. 

On July 23, three churches (CHBC, CHCCC, Discovery) had our first joint co-workers’ meeting. Discovery expressed great zeal to work with us. After they had a good understanding of our needs for the facility, they agreed to let us use it and even offered to renovate Activity Center to better serve us. We felt somewhat relieved after the meeting. 

October 24, CHBC Congregation approved the sale of the church and its facility to Discovery. The leaders of the three churches started a series of discussions with a common goal to have Discovery reach a purchase agreement with CHBC and a lease agreement with CHCCC. 

To our great surprise, what was originally supposed to be an easy negotiation suddenly became a painful and difficult one. Back and forth, we had come up with more than 10 versions of lease agreement. Even after great compromises on our part, we could not reach an agreement on the building usage for our children ministry. Our earlier confidence of having a smooth working relationship with Discovery began to shatter. We wondered if it was truly God’s will. At the same time, the discussion between CHBC and Discovery did not go well either. Under the circumstances, in the meeting held on Jan 7 of this year, we again asked Brothers Ron Williams and Jon Quick about the possibility of selling the building to us. They had the same usual concerns. 

Things took a surprising turn on Jan 16; the lead pastor of Discovery Church suddenly emailed us a new lease contract, in which all unfavorable conditions were removed. It was a contract that we had been hoping for all along. Everything was clear, to the point and easy to execute. Later we found out it was the work of Brother Ron Williams’. His involvement with Discovery resulted in the new version. 

From our perspective, it would be a matter of time before the deal went through. However, on Feb 16, we received an email from Brother Jon Quick that CHBC had started looking for a new buyer. The contract could not be rectified by Hobby Lobby, the benefactor for Discovery, on two reasonable requests and the negotiation had to come to a halt.             

Facing this unexpected change, we asked ourselves: “Could it be that God is giving us another opportunity to buy this church?” How else could one explain this unthinkable turn of event? We made our request twice before but it was more of an inquiry without full support and authority given by the congregation. This time, before we brought it up again to CHBC for their consideration, we decided that we should ask for God’s affirmation and the approval of the congregation.       

With this in mind, we made an appointment with CHBC to meet on Tuesday, Feb 19 and called an emergency meeting with core church families on Monday. Unanimously, we decided to make another proposal and see what would entail. CHBC leaders were not enthusiastic but their responses were different from before. Not only CHBC did not reject us outright, they asked for a business plan describing how we could make this work. In the latter part of the meeting, CHBC invited two pastors of Solid Rock Worship Center, the new prospective buyer, to meet us. They were very sincere and kind, but we had concerns over their worship style and practices in some cases. 

We considered that affirmation must come from the unanimous support of our congregation. During the Wednesday (Feb 20) Prayer Meeting, we received approval form co-workers to go ahead with the purchase proposal. In order to buy time, as we were competing with Solid Rock Worship Center which had a big budget and a membership of 300 to 400, we decided to submit a business plan to CHBC before we held an emergency general congregation meeting on the following Friday for official approval.  

Two brothers worked two nights straight and came up with a detailed plan.  We sent it out via email to CHBC on Friday, Feb 22. In the process of writing the plan, we delved into the church vision and growth, which significantly opened our eyes to something we had never thought of before. 

The support of the whole church was overwhelming. In the Friday night meeting, (Feb 22), the purchase plan was passed by 95% vote in favor of the motion. Most members supported the proposal to raise $600,000 by special offerings and interest free loans.  By Sunday, February 24, the total pledged amounts had surpassed $500,000. A week later, we reached our goal. Most church families were not affluent. Many of them went to their banks to obtain a loan to fulfill their pledges. The movement of the Holy Spirit was evident by the incredible effort put up by our members. We were all encouraged. Our love for God and the church also increased. 

Clearly, the same Spirit was working on the hearts of our CHBC brothers and sisters. After the Sunday worship on February 24, Brother Ron William informed us that CHBC had formally accepted us as another perspective buyer along with Discovery. We needed to answer the written questions CHBC had concerning our plans to use and maintain the facility, our financial resources, church visions and how to administer the youth and English ministries, etc.

For a church like ours, without money, pastor and the ability to reach out, we had overcome the first hurdle – money, but we were still lacking in the other two areas.  CHBC wanted to know how we were going to conduct our English Ministry and our plan to reach out to the American community. Through prayers, we clearly saw a doable plan. Using the youth ministry as the base, we would expand to form a full-fledged English ministry. We projected in two to three years we should be able to serve the 2nd generation of Chinese, Asians, married couples with one spouse being Asian, African and Caucasian Americans who were called to serve and worship with Asian believers.       

How could we solve the problem of not having a full time pastor? Unless there was a miracle, it seemed impossible to resolve. A miracle indeed happened! God heard our prayers. He sent Rev. and Mrs. Chen to us, who had a strong burden to pastor this church. Two months ago before we had any idea of what was to happen, we had invited them to visit us from March 14 to March 16.  Looking back, we saw clearly that God was orchestrating the whole thing. CHBC’s congregation meeting was postponed from March 14 to April 2, which allowed Pastor Chen to meet the leadership team of CHBC on March 15, before their final decision time (April 2) on our proposal. During this meeting, Pastor Chen shared his vision and burden with CHBC. He later met more of CHBC’s brothers and sisters in the annual “Let’s Do Lunch” on March 16 and won their trust and favor. Our congregation also approved to call Pastor Chen to be our pastor with 96% of the vote in favor. With clear signs of God’s leading, Pastor and Mrs. Chen also cheerfully accepted the calling. Finally, God had provided all that we were lacking. 

CHBC decided on April 2 to sell the church and all of its asset to us.  The deal was closed on May 30.  As such, CHCCC has become the first Chinese Church in Southern Jersey that has its own building facilities. We know God has given us more than what we had ever asked. All this has happened because of His love. He loves the Chinese in this area; he desires us to be a part of the Great Commission of Jesus Christ; he wants us to enlarge the place of our tents in Southern Jersey.  

When we examine our journey of faith, perhaps we did not have an occasion to say “My ears had heard of you but now my eyes have seen you.” But after this, can there be a better verse to describe what we have just experienced?  Praise the Lord!

Born in Prayer

To God be the glory; great things He has done!
Mary and I are humbled to be with you on this day of new beginnings for the CHCCC. This is a day that began in prayer. We read in Acts 2 that the coming of the HS and the birth of the church happened in the midst of a prayer meeting where the Apostles and 120 believers waited for God to lead them.
Almost a decade ago when I was pastoring CHBC, I was burdened by the HS to pray for the growing international community in our area. My heart was drawn to the Chinese in our area. For two years I prayed and at times fasted; waiting and wanting God to help us reach those around us. I did not know that my wife Mary had also begun to pray earnestly and directly for the harvest that was visible outside our windows in Woodcrest. 
I confess that after the passing of time and many unsuccessful efforts to make something happen, my prayers began to fade. But one day God answered in a dramatic way. He moved Ed and Jaime Chau right next door to our house.
Within a short time God used Ed & Jaime’s gifts of evangelism and hospitality to begin to reach Chinese in our area. Soon Alvin and Christie moved into our neighborhood across the street and joined us in this vision. I was privileged to baptize a number of new believers and soon we started simultaneous translations of my sermons into Mandarin to help nourish the growing group of Chinese brothers and sisters who were attending CHBC.
This was just the beginning of the movement of God’s Spirit to reach the Chinese in our region. I believe the Lord will bring much blessing to the CHCCC and much glory to Himself. Now God has called me to China where I travel several times each year to assist in training church leaders.
When I pray for the future of CHCCC, I pray that this will be a church family that is marked by the three qualities that the Apostle Paul used to measure the churches that he wrote to. We find these three in his words to the Philippians, the Ephesians, the Corinthians, the Colossians, and the Thessalonians. The qualities are FAITH, HOPE and LOVE.
1Thessalonians 1:2-3 “We give thanks to God always for all of you, making mention of you in our prayers; constantly bearing in mind your work of FAITH and labor of LOVE and steadfastness of HOPE in our Lord Jesus Christ in the presence of our God and Father.”
On this day of beginnings I remind you that your ultimate vision should not be merely the winning of souls and the building up of large church. Rather God has called you to be a people of FAITH – who truly believe in God’s promises; a people of HOPE – who confidently yearn for the return of the Lord Jesus Christ; and a people of LOVE – who are marked by the humble, self-giving compassion of our Savior.

 The Clear Hand of the Lord

June, 2007, the CHBC leadership decided to look for a church with a ministry and a doctrine similar to ours or to find new energy within our existing team.

It was agreed that the age of our congregation, the dwindling revenue, and certain leadership issues made it clear that the work of the Lord would be better served with a different ministry.

We evaluated changing our type of ministry, changing the name of the church, and bringing in a consultant from CBA.

During this process, Discovery Church approached us to see if we would be willing to rent the Commons to them for certain of their activities. This led to a discussion with Discovery for them to purchase the property.

Our leadership and our congregation were in agreement to sell the church and all of its assets if we could get a viable ministry to replace ours, a firm commitment that the new church would continue to support the CHCCC ministry, and to provide a long term commitment to support our career missionaries.  The congregation did not want the property sold to a commercial entity who would not continue a ministry consistent with ours.

Members of the CHCCC leadership team approached us in July to ask if CHBC would consider selling to your church.  At the time, we believed CHCCC lacked the financial resources, the experience, and the ability to support our career missionaries

The CHBC leadership recommended to the congregation that we proceed with the sale with Discovery.

Over the ensuing months, negotiations continued but the progress was slow. We were never able to reach agreements on the lease with the CHCCC, the terms of sale with CHBC, and the agreement with Hobby Lobby, the benefactor for Discovery.

The CHBC leadership was hesitant to break off negotiations with Discovery because we were rapidly running out of cash and we felt if we had to start over, we would not have the staffing, finances, or time to find another purchaser.

Finally, the inability of CHBC and Discovery to settle their differences led the CHBC leadership to reach out to two other Christian entities to determine if either of them was interested in purchasing our facility.  In one case, there was no interest in pursuing a sale and in the other, Solid Rock Worship Center.  Solid Rock was very interested in pursuing a deal with us. Our congregation was not comfortable with the style of worship, in some cases, practiced by Solid Rock and the congregation subsequently voted not to sell to them.

Just when we felt we were back to square one, the CHCCC leadership approached the CHBC leadership to see if we would be willing to sell to your church.  It was felt that the same issues remained and that your lack of longevity and short finances would make this sale unlikely.

Your leadership asked for a chance.  They were very convincing.

We met with them on a Tuesday evening.  We asked for a detailed business plan that would describe how you could make this work.  They brought back a comprehensive plan 2 days later.

We were still concerned about your finances.  Your leadership told us you were planning to hold a congregation meeting the next night and you planned to raise $500,000 that evening.

The CHBC leadership was still skeptical, but we unanimously agreed that this would clearly be of the Lord if you were to raise $500,000 in one night.

On Saturday, Song called us to advise us that your raised $490,000 and commitments were still coming in.

The rest is history – As we proceeded to close the deal.

Clearly, the Lord made this happen because:

Discovery had the financial backing and a valid need for the facility.  All they had to do was to complete a fair and reasonable deal.  For whatever reason, this could not be accomplished.

When a second purchaser was identified, they also had the financial resources and a clear use for the facility.  In addition, they were extremely willing to work with the CHCCC congregation.  Even this looked like a great deal for everyone concerned, the Lord closed this door, also.

When the CHCCC leadership came to us in February, 2008, their request seemed too unlikely for a number of reasons, yet the Lord resolved every problem.  The clear answers to our questions were very important. 


Your ability to raise such a large amount of cash in such a short period of time was truly impressive.

The transaction between CHBC and CHCCC took a few weeks to get done, even though the process started a year ago, two viable prospects were ahead of you and your request seemed to be so remote that it took Heavenly intervention to get our attention.

2007 年六月，櫻桃山浸信會的領導團隊決定尋找一個與我們信仰和教義相同的教會或者在自己教會內部作調整，更新。因為我們都看到會眾的年齡，奉獻的減少和其它內部的問題，都需要有不同的運作方式來更好的做神的工作。我們想到改變事工的形式，換一個名子，並從CBA 請專家來提供意見。

在進行當中，DISCOVERY 教會跟我們聯繫，問我們願不願意將COMMONS 那個地點租給他們。也因此談到是否DISCOVER 願意買我們的教會。

我們的領導團隊和會員都同意把教堂及其所有財產出售，讓一個茁壯有活力的教會來取代。我們有一個條件就是這個教會必須繼續支持櫻桃山華人基督教會，和我們對專職宣教士的長期承諾。 會員們不願意將教堂賣給與我們事工完全不同的商業團體。

七月份，櫻桃山華人基督教會的領導團隊問我們可否考慮將教會賣給你們。那時我們覺得華人教會既缺乏財力，也沒有經驗，更沒有能力來支持我們的專職宣教士。

櫻桃山浸信會的領導團隊，向會友們建議將教會賣給DISCOVERY. 

在幾個月中，拹商在進展但是很慢。我們無法在讓華人教會繼續租用場地的事上，買賣的細節上與HOBBY LOBBY， 即DISCOVERY 的贊助公司達成共識。櫻桃山浸信會不願意終止與DISCOVERY 的商談，因為我們的現金日益減少，我們覺得如果重頭再來，我們的人力，財力和時間都無法再找一個新買主。

最後，在無法與 DISCOVERY 達成拹議的情況下，CHBC 就與另兩個基督教團體聯繫看他們是否有興趣。一個是完全無此打算；第二個，盤石敬拜中心，卻非常的有興趣。但我們的會友們對他們的崇拜方式，和一些作法覺得不妥，投票的結果是不能將教會賣給他們。

就在我們覺得又要回到原點，櫻桃山華人基督教會的領導同工又再與我們接觸，看我們是否願意將教堂賣給他們。還是同樣的問題，你們的長遠生存力，財物現況都讓人覺得不太可能買堂。你們的領導同工，要求給你們一個機會。他們非常的有說服力。

我們在星期二晚上見面，我們要求要他們給一個具體如何成交的計劃。他們在兩天後給我們一份很詳盡的報告。

對你們的財力我們仍有顧慮。你們的領導團隊告訴我們，你們計劃在明晚開會員大會，計劃在當晚籌款50萬元。我們是半信半疑。但是我們一致同意如果你們真能在一夜之間籌出50萬，明顯的這是出與神。

禮拜六，賴松弟兄打電話來，告之你們已經有了49 萬，認獻還在繼續中。其餘的就是歷史了。我們開始成交的手續。

明顯的，這是神在成就這事，因為﹕
DISCOVERY 有錢，也需要這個教堂，買堂合約也合理公平。但不知如何，交易就是無法完成。

第二個可能買主，他們有錢，也用得上這個教堂，不僅如此，他們還很願意與櫻桃山華人基督教會同工。從各方面看來都是很理想的，神卻將門關上。

當櫻桃山華人基督教會領導同工在今年二月表示買堂的意願，有很多的理由讓我們覺得不可能。但神解決了每一個問題。 對我們的問題都有清楚的答案， 這對我們是很重要的。你們在這麼短的時間內，籌出這麼大一筆錢是相當了不起的。

雖然整個的賣堂是在一年前就開始了，CHBC 和CHCCC 的過戶手續，在幾個禮拜之內就完成了。有兩個比你們條件好的買主在你們前面，賣給你們的可能性是那麼微乎其微，但是天上來的介入，轉移了我們的注意。

毫無疑問，這是神的作為，不是人能作的。

櫻桃山華人基督教會從早期的團契查經班開始，至今已有八年的歷史。在此不得不介紹一對夫婦，就是孫敏、羅中明伉儷。他們在Cherry Hill Baptist Church聚會多年，有鑑於許多華人同胞拜佛、拜偶像成風，乃與牧師Larry Nees分享，希望能成立中文查經班，引領同胞歸主。當巢國良、趙潔夫婦搬到牧師家隔壁，Pastor Larry就促成他們在二○○○年的一月正式成立中文團契。當時的參加者，除了他們四位，還有位王一善牧師及鄭春華。

Chronicles of CHCCC

Alvin Chao

Our congregation started in the year 2000 as a bible study group. Mr. Ming Sun and his wife Alice had been attending CHBC for many years, and they had a vision shared with Pastor Larry that someday a Chinese language-speaking bible study group should be organized in order to spread the gospel to many Chinese in this community who worshiped false gods. When Ed and Jaime Chau moved to the house next to Pastor Larry’s and joined CHBC, Pastor Larry encouraged the two families (Chau’s and Sun’s), Pastor Wang and Ms. Chuan Hua Tseng to start Chinese Fellowship in January 2000.

This year (2000) they saw the grace of God was upon them abundantly:

1. February, Mr. & Mrs. Foung, Shieh Fong Yin, Jack Wang and his wife Bingbai Yang, plus their daughter Jennifer joined the Fellowship.

2. June, Patrick Wong and his wife Patsy, Bingbai Yang’s father came to the Fellowship.

3. July, first baptism of Chinese Fellowship was administered by Pastor Larry for Bingbai Yang, her father and her daughter.

4. September, Jaime Chau was found to have a lump in her body. Through earnest prayer by brothers, sisters, Ed and herself, the surgeon could not find the lump just before she was going to be admitted to the operating room. Halleluiah, she got healed miraculously.

Year 2001:

1. March 18, Alvin Chao moved from Houston to Cherry Hill due to a job change, and joined the Fellowship. His wife, Christie and their daughter joined in the Fellowship in August when they joined Alvin then.

2. May, Mr. Gongyao Zhou and his wife Yan Shi joined the Fellowship. God had mercy on Yan by taking away her lump in her body just the way Jaime Chau experienced.

3. June, Jaime was moved by the Holy Spirit one day that she drove to an Oriental grocery store owned by Christine Lee and Lily Lee to tell them about Jesus while their business was in difficulty. However, they were eager to learn God’s word so much that they came to Ed’s house half hour earlier before fellowship started to accept instruction by Ed. A month later, they, along with Jack Wang made their decision for Christ.
4. August, three members were baptized at South Jersey Christian Church. They were Gongyao Zhou, Yan Shi, and Jack Wang.

5. October, four more people came to the Fellowship: George and Linda Kuo, Yu-Sun Wong and his wife Myra Wong.
6. November, the Fellowship’s first Thanksgiving dinner attracted thirty people to share delicious food, and count the blessing.

7. December, the Fellowship asked CHBC to set up an account for future Chinese Mission.

Year 2002:

1. January, Pastor Larry administered baptism for four sisters: Christine Lee, Lily Lee, Chaw Ling Tsui, Yan Jiao Lee.

2. February, Mama Wong called three couples – Kuo, Chau and Chao for a meeting to prepare for the installing of Chinese Mission. Ever since then, they met at her home every Thursday at 7:30 pm to pray and discuss about the Mission. 

3. March 2, Rev. Stephen Chow flew in from Taiwan to lead an evangelical meeting for the Fellowship. Later in May, he was accepted by CHBC at a congregation meeting as the first pastor for Chinese Mission. His wife and himself moved to Cherry Hill on October 8 to shepherd us.

4. September 15, Sunday School started with 30 attendees, Mama Wong taught us the Book of Wisdom.

5. October 13, CHBC and Chinese Mission had a joint worship at the sanctuary.

6. October 20, Chinese Mission met at the first time at Activity Center for Sunday worship.
Year 2003:

1. March 30, due to his declining health, Rev. Stephen Chow resigned from the Chinese Mission pastorship, and went back to Taiwan with his wife.

2. April 12, Women’s Fellowship was installed.

3. June, the Sunday worship attendance reached 50.

4. August, Song Lai and his family relocated from Connecticut to Cherry Hill, and joined the congregation.

5. August 30 – September 1, fifteen members attended the Evangelical Camp at Harvey Cedars Christian Conference Center, Longbeach Island.

6. September 28, five people were baptized: Jun Qian and his wife Qifang Heng, sisters Tina Cheng, Ling Gu, and Weiping Shen.

7. October 5 – 6 , Rev. Leng Lee from California came to lead our annual evangelical meeting.

8. December, Pastor Search Committee began to function. The members were: Mama Wong, Ed Chau, Alvin Chao, sister Bingbai Yang, brother Jing Teng.

9. December co-workers meeting decided to support three gospel organizations: Ambassador for Christ, Chinese Christian Mission, Overseas Campus.
Year 2004:

1. January 4 &18, Rev. Henry Su was invited to give to the congregation two Sunday sermons.

2. January 6, two more brothers joined Pastor Search Committee: Wayne Baw, Chien Chang Loa.
3. January 7, Family Fellowship started meeting at three different homes: Mama Wong, Song Lai, Wayne Baw. 
4. January 24 & 25, Rev. Abraham Chang from Adullam Church, California came to teach “Walk through the Bible – Old testament”, and gave a sermon on Sunday.

5. February 8, Rev. Henry Su was invited to give the congregation Sunday sermon the third time.

6. March 21, Rev. Henry Su was invited as a pastoral candidate to give a sermon.

7. March 28, five more people were baptized: Yun Deng and his wife Heshu, Shunshan Li and his wife Hui Li, and sister Ally Tan.

8. April 6, the Constitution and By-law of Cherry Hill Chinese Christian Church was established.

9. April 16, Rev. David Kang met with co-workers and their families to give a testimony of his mission among Chinese people.

10. May 2, Rev. David Kang was invited to preach among our congregation.

11. May 3, Chinese Mission changed name to Cherry Hill Chinese Christian Church, and registered with the State of New Jersey as an independent church.

12. July 10, Rev. David Kang became the pastor of CHCCC.

13. September 12, CHCCC moved Sunday worship service to the Commons.

14. October 8-10, 2th Anniversary Thanksgiving, Revival and Evangelical Conference was held, with Rev. Chang, Executive Director of Adullam Church, being the keynote speaker.

Year 2005:

1. February 27, Rev. David Kang announced his resignation from CHCCC at the end the sermon. 
2. March – present (June, 2008), other churches have been helping CHCCC by sending preachers to fill the Sunday pulpit: RCCC (James Len, David Lo, Joe Wang, James Tseng, Rumin Zhang, Xinping Chen, Pastor Steven Chen); WCCEC (Pastors Simon Chen, Peter Wang); WCEC (Pastor James Yeh, Elders Hsiang Shih, Shapton Huang, Ben Hsu, Jason Dung); West Philadelphia Chinese Christian Church (Pastor Lungfei Cheng, Tony Liang); Greater Hartford Chinese Baptist Church (Kaiyuan Ger); FHL Church (Elder Peter Cheng); Philadelphia Chinese Christian Church and Center (Diane Hsu)；Christian Renewal Ministries (Pastor Paul Lu). We are grateful for our Lord’s rich provision.
3. April 20, Rev. Dan Bowers started helping CHCCC members by giving a reconciliation course, lasting for three months.
4. May 15, two people were baptized: Fengchun Li and Kuan Dong.

5. August 21, four more people were baptized: Changhong Wan and his wife Huiling Piao, sisters Ronghua Liu and Rita Hiseh.

4. October 6-7, 4th Anniversary Conference was held, with Rev. Pak Lo, Executive Director of Chinese Christian Herald Crusades being the keynote speaker.

5. December 2, five people were baptized: Jay Cai, Jichuan Wu, his wife Xiaohong Liu and their daughter Julia Wu, sister Yudan Su, 

Year 2007:
